Ensure that the inner
surface of the bar end clamp is free of burrs. Grease clamp bolts.

STEP 2
Install your Bar Ends on the ends of your handlebar with the clamps / \
facing down and the extensions facing forward and angling inward. An
angle of 10° to 30° from horizontal is recommended as a good initial
setting, but each rider should adjust according to personal preference
(see fig. 2). Tighten bolts. Check tightness of the bar ends by stabiliz-
ing the front wheel between your legs and attempting to rotate bar
ends.
